How to make HT-180 work on a Vista PC

1. Download WinDriver from http://www2.jungo.com/php/scripts/download_new.php?product=WinDriver&tag=/st/index.html.  Enter the following information for download.
Type of driver:  Other, Test instrument

I/O bus:  USB

Device chipset vendor:  Atmel

Primary operating system:  Windows Vista

Host CPU:  x86

Development environment:  

Your project Timeframe:  Not Sure

First & Last Name, etc.

2. Click on WinDriver for Windows x32 or x64 depending on your platform.

3. Launch the downloaded installation file.

4. In the “Choose Components” section, select only “WinDriver Core” to install.

5. When you get prompted to install Jungo Jungo, do so.

6. After the software is installed, run WinDriver DriverWizard.

7. When you get prompted to register the evaluation version of DriverWizard, click on Evaluate.

8. Click on New host driver project.

9. Connect the HT-180 to the Vista PC.  You will see a new USB device in the list.  

10. Click on this USB device, and it should show “HT-180” in the details window on the bottom.
11. Click on Generate .INF file.

12. Enter “Quantum Data” in the Manufacturer name field.

13. Enter “HT-180” in the Device name field.

14. Click on Next.
15. Enter a filename (such as ht180vista) for the .inf file.

16. When prompted, click on “Install this driver software anyway.”

17. Close all open windows.

18. Download HT-180 GUI 1.12 from http://www.quantumdata.com/downloads/index.asp.

19. Unzip the package, and you will find HT180Gui.jar in the directory.

20. Launch HT180Gui.jar and follow the HT-180 Quick Start Guide rev C available at http://www.quantumdata.com/downloads/index.asp to use HT-180.
